Approximately 700 people attended and 80 exhibitors were on hand to network and
share best practices and new services available in the public works and recycling industries.

Arizona League of Conservation Voters Education Fund

The Arizona League of Conservation Voters Education Fund worked hard in 2010 to raise
awareness among the public and among Arizona’s decision makers about critical
environmental issues including clean air, clean water,and open space preservation.

AZLCV Education Fund hosted a well-attended congressional candidate forum in Phoenix
and moved nearly 4,000 Arizonans to pick up the phone and call their representative for the
first time about an environmental issue.

Willow Bend Environmental Education Center

Willow Bend developed and launched the first state-wide environmental education
certification program.In the program, participants explore the vast field of environmental
education, from understanding the foundations of the movement to creating and teaching
high quality curriculum for diverse audiences. The certification is supported by the Arizona
Association for Environmental Education.

Western Resources Advocates
In Arizona, WRA helped develop and secure Arizona Corporation Commission approval of an
aggressive electric energy efficiency standard for Arizona—a 22% savings by 2020.
